H2GO!: Are you still H2GOing? The next three weeks will be packed with Christmas projects, festivities and travel, but keep your families focused on what really matters—passing on the gift of life that God has given to us! This week, we recommend playing the Live Loud video this week to inspire the key faith skill of Worshiping with Your Life. The Live Loud video Host explains that God doesn't really NEED anything. He's set. Good to go. But when we, His creation, found ourselves in need, He didn't hesitate to give us what we so desperately needed: a Savior. And now it's our turn to show that compassion to others.

FOR LEADERS ONLY

GOD VIEW: the connection between COMPASSION and God's character,

as shown through God's big story
If you want to understand who God is—if you want to learn more about His character—there may be no better place to start than with the Christmas story. 

The Creator of the entire universe was attentive to His creation. He saw and understood the consequences of our sin. He saw our greatest need. And He did something about it. He humbled Himself to be born as a tiny baby in a remote town in the dwelling place of animals. He lived as one of us so that, eventually, He could die for us and rise again, giving us the chance to live eternally with God in heaven.

This Christmas story shows that one aspect of God’s character is compassion. COMPASSION is caring enough to do something about someone else’s need. God lovingly saw our greatest need and met it in the most remarkable way.

People with very real and practical needs surround us. Let’s train our eyes to see their hurts and teach our hearts to step outside our comfort zone. When we can imagine ourselves in someone else’s shoes, take action, and do what is in our ability to help them, we reflect God’s COMPASSION into the world. We may not be able to meet every need or solve every problem, but we can start somewhere and do something. As we demonstrate more COMPASSION, we will see ourselves transformed to be more like God.

This month, let’s think about how:
(1) God showed compassion to us when He sent His Son to meet our greatest need.

(2) We reflect the character of God to the world around us when we meet others’ needs. 
(3) As we demonstrate compassion to others, we experience transformation in our own life and begin to discover more about God’s great compassion.

This week, we’re discovering:

In this week’s Bible story, the shepherds visit Jesus (Luke 2:8-20) after having heard the good news from a host of angels! After the shepherds saw the baby Jesus, they wanted to tell everyone they met about how God was meeting our greatest need.

The good news the angels sang about wasn’t just for the shepherds. It was for also for each person we cross paths with every day. Our Bottom Line is: God gave us great news. Who will you tell? Every person has the same great need to be rescued. We can help meet that need by telling them the good news of Jesus.

What’s that good news? Our memory verse sums it up: God loved the world so much that he gave his one and only Son. Anyone who believes in him will not die but will have eternal life. John 3:16, NIrV Whether it’s through telling others the good news, or sharing other moments in your life about when God revealed Himself, tell others about God’s compassion.

The Good Shepherds

Engage children’s hearts in a Large Group setting through interactive worship, prayer, and an innovative telling of today’s Bible story.

SFX: Play high-energy music as kids enter.
Host enters, wearing festive Christmas accessories.

Opener

HOST: “What’s up, you guys? Who’s excited about Christmas? Yeah, me too! It’s getting so close now! One of my most favorite things about Christmas is all the great music. And I want to see if you guys really know your Christmas carols. It’s time for a little game I like to call ‘Do You Hear What I Hear?’

SFX: “Do You Hear What I Hear?” (cued up at the verse)
“You guys are going to love this game. It has fabulous prizes. The prizes are FOOD, so I hope you’re hungry! It’s a pretty simple game to play. We’re going to play a song up until the exact moment it mentions food. If you can be the first person to sing out the right lyric, you get the fabulous prize! And yes, I said SING—that’s the only way to get the prize!

“So let me show you how it works. Song #1 … GO!

SFX: “Let It Snow” (cued up at “It doesn’t show signs of stopping”; pause it right after, “and I’ve brought some—”)
Look around while the kids sing “corn for popping.” Pick a winner arbitrarily; no need to be exact unless there’s an obvious winner. If this winner (or any of the future ones) has an allergy to the prize, substitute a candy cane.
“We have a winner! Nice pipes, by the way. Here’s your corn for popping!

Toss a bag of popped microwave popcorn (still sealed) to the kid.
“All right! How about Song #2? This one’s a little harder.

SFX: “It’s Beginning to Look a Lot Like Christmas” (cued up at the start of the verse; pause it right after, “Glistening once again, with—”)
Pick a winner (this one might be a SGL).

“Yes! The correct answer is ‘candy canes!’

Throw him/her a candy cane.
“And now … get ready for Song #3!

SFX: “Rockin’ Around the Christmas Tree” (cued up at the start of the “Christmas spirit ring” verse; pause it right after, “Later we’ll have some—”)
Pick a winner.

“Way to go! Pumpkin pie for breakfast! Enjoy.

Give winner a slice of pumpkin pie (in a plastic container from the bakery) and a plastic fork. Be ready to eat the pie yourself if the kid doesn’t like pumpkin.
“Now get excited, because Song #4 may be the most delicious of them all!

SFX: “We Wish You a Merry Christmas” (cued up at the verse right before the “figgy pudding” verse; pause it right after, “Now bring us some—”)
Pick a winner (this one might be a SGL).

“YUM! Way to go, my friend. [Name of local grocery store] was all out of figgy pudding, so I got you a Snack Pack® instead. I hope that’s okay. Dig in!

Give winner a pudding cup and plastic spoon.
“That was great! Thanks for playing ‘Do You Hear What I Hear!’

SFX: “Do You Hear What I Hear?” (cued up at the verse)
(Sighs contentedly.) “Ahhhhhh. I love Christmas. I love it for a bazillion reasons. And the BIGGEST reason to love Christmas is that it’s the day God sent His Son Jesus to earth. See, Christmas is all about compassion! God showed us the ultimate kind of compassion when He gave us the greatest gift: Jesus. 
CG: Compassion Slide
“God saw our need for a Savior and He did something about it … because compassion is caring enough to do something about someone else’s need. And all month long we’re talking about how WE can live out compassion, too, and show God’s love to other people!
“If you guys have been here the last couple of weeks, you know that we’re rehearsing a play called ‘The Big Give.’

Picks up the binder that says ‘The Big Give.’
“I’m the director and I’m pumped because we’ve got a new scene to go through today. But before we get to that, you guys jump up on your feet, because it’s time to worship our great God, Christmas-style!”

Worship Leaders enter as Host exits.
Worship
WORSHIP LEADER: “From the time Jesus was born, people have been giving praises to Him. This songs says ‘glory to the newborn King.’ It’s a Christmas song you’ve probably heard before. Let’s sing and let our lives give glory to Jesus, our King!”
SFX: “Hark! The Herald Angels Sing” / track 7 from Jingle Jam
WORSHIP LEADER: “Oh, you guys definitely have the Christmas spirit. Great job singing along. Everybody, check this out.”
Optinal: Play “Live Loud” video from Get Reel 2.0 DVD.
WORSHIP LEADER: “It’s because of Jesus that we have peace, joy, and love in our life. I’m so thankful that Jesus has given us so much. Let’s give our praise to Him now!”

SFX: “All Because of Jesus” / track 3 from Chase the Light
Storyteller enters as Worship Leaders exit.
Setting up the story
STORYTELLER: “Hey, guys! I’m glad you’re here for today’s rehearsal. We’re getting SO close to our big performance of our Christmas play, ‘The Big Give’! [Host’s name] has been doing an awesome job as our director. And today is actually our last chance to practice before we do the whole play for real next week!
“But before we get to today’s scene, let’s practice our scene from last week … lightning fast!
Host uses the props to very quickly show what’s happening as Storyteller speaks below.

“An angel told Mary that she was going to have a baby named Jesus. And that baby was going to be the Rescuer God had promised to send 400 years before! Then, the Roman emperor Caesar Augustus sent a decree. (Host puts on crown and picks up megaphone.) It said that everyone had to go to his hometown to be counted.
“And even though the baby was due any day, Mary and Joseph had to travel to Bethlehem, where Joseph’s family was from. And when they got there, there was no place to stay! So they ended up in a stall with the animals. (Host picks up the stuffed sheep.) And that night, Jesus, the Son of God, was born. (Host picks up the baby doll, wrapped up in a blanket.) Mary wrapped Jesus tightly in a blanket and laid him down to sleep in a feeding trough. (Host puts the baby in the manger.)

“It was all part of God’s plan from the beginning, just like God had said through the prophet Micah long ago. Jesus, the Savior, had been born in Bethlehem. And that’s where we’re picking up the story for scene three.”

HOST: “So for today, we’re going to need Mary and Joseph, who will stand here by the manger.
Host quickly brings up a boy and girl to play Mary and Joseph (preferably the same kids as last week, if they’re there). He hands the baby doll to Mary.

HOST: “We’re also going to need three shepherds …
Host quickly picks three kids and brings them on stage, on the opposite side from Mary and Joseph. (He may want to put them across the room from Mary and Joseph, not on stage.) He gives a staff to each of the shepherds.

HOST: “… and a nice, fluffy sheep.
Host brings up a SGL (preferably the same SGL who played Isaiah/Micah before or someone who is comfortable being funny onstage), and has him get down on his hands and knees next to the shepherds. Host puts the white pillows around the SGL’s torso and fastens them with a bungee cord.

“Sheep, can I hear your line?”

Host may have to prompt the SGL to do this, but he may do it on his own.

SHEEP (SGL): “Baaaaa.”

HOST: “All right. That’s beautiful! I think we’re ready to run scene three. This is from the second part of Luke, chapter 2. Drum roll, please. (Leads kids in doing a drum roll on their legs.) [Storyteller’s name], you can start whenever you’re ready!”
The Angels appear
STORYTELLER: (Reads from binder.) “On the night that Jesus was born, a group of shepherds huddled in a field outside Bethlehem, watching over their sheep.”

HOST: “All right, good, [Storyteller’s name], let me stop you there. (To the tech booth) Any way you guys can make it look like nighttime in here?

LIGHTS: Dark (except for a little bit of light on the stage so kids can see the shepherds)
LIGHTS: Starry sky
“Perfect! I love it! (Pause.) It still needs a little something. Hmm … do we have any cricket sounds or anything?”

STORYTELLER: “Want me to tell a joke?”
HOST: “Actually … (acts like he’s listening to an earpiece) wait … I think we’ve got something.
SFX: Crickets/night noises
HOST: “Fantastic! (To tech booth) You guys are awesome! [Storyteller’s name], go ahead.”
STORYTELLER: (Reads from binder.) “We don’t know a lot about the shepherds. We don’t know how they felt about God, or how much they knew about the promises He had made in the Old Testament. But they probably knew that God had promised to one day send a King … a Rescuer. And they must have wondered if God was going to come through. After all, it had been HUNDREDS of years since He had spoken to His people, which was longer than any of them or their parents or their grandparents or their great-grandparents or their great-great-grandparents had been alive! Maybe they looked up at all the stars stretched across the sky …

Host gets the shepherds to look up and point.

“… and thought, ‘If God made each one of those stars, surely He has a plan for us!’

“Suddenly, the shepherds’ eyes got WIDE. (Looks over at the shepherds to see if they’re doing it; repeats the line if needed.) Their jaws DROPPED. A bright light flared up the night sky.

LIGHTS: Up
SFX: CUT crickets/night noises
“It was like the sun had risen! The brightness shifted … and took the form of a glorious angel!”
HOST: “All right, can I get an angel up here? Where’s a dude angel?”
Host brings up a boy and puts the Angels hat on him. (It could be fun to pick the same boy who was Gabriel in Weeks 1 and 2, if he’s there).

STORYTELLER: “Now, obviously we can’t even come close to imagining what this was like. There’s no way we could ever have enough flashing lights. Check it out. (Holds up Bible.) Here in the Bible, it says, ‘The glory of the Lord shone around them.’ (Luke 2:9, NIrV) This wasn’t like some laser show or 4th of July fireworks. This was the GLORY of the LORD! None of us even knows what that would be like, but you can bet it would be huge, wild, and completely amazing!”

HOST: (To Storyteller) “Man, the shepherds must have been terrified!”

STORTYELLER: “Uh, yeah. (Opens the Bible.) Here’s Luke 2, verse 9: (looks at the shepherds) ‘THEY WERE TERRIFIED!’
Shepherds look terrified. Host coaches them to scream, make the Home Alone face, etc. He gets the sheep to look terrified and say ‘Baaaa.’
(Reads from binder.) “The brightness shifted … and took the form of a glorious angel! And the shepherds were terrified! But the angel said to them …

Host gets the angel to lift his hands in the air emphatically in this next part.
“‘Do not be afraid! I bring you good news that will cause great joy for all people. Today in the town of David, a Savior has been born to you. He is the Messiah, the Lord! And this is how you’ll find Him: the baby will be wrapped in cloths and lying in a manger.’

Host puts the angel’s arms down.
“God hadn’t forgotten them. The Rescuer had come! God was keeping His promises! And then the sky split open wide, and a gigantic choir of angels appeared, praising God and singing.”

Worship Leaders/kid volunteers enter suddenly and sing along with the music. (If you can have them jump out from a window or doorway on stage, even better!)
SFX: “Hallelujah” Chorus (cued up to the choir’s first entrance; cut it before you get to the “For the Lord God Omnipotent” part)
Worship Leaders/volunteers exit quickly.
STORYTELLER: (Reads from binder.) “It was absolutely incredible! The angels sang, ‘Glory to God in the highest heaven! And on earth, peace to those who please Him.’ And then, suddenly, they were gone. The sky was dark and still … except for the silent stars.
LIGHTS: Dark (except for a little bit of light on the stage so kids can see the shepherds)
LIGHTS: Starry sky
SFX: Crickets/night noises
The shepherds go
STORYTELLER: (Still reading from the binder) “The shepherds were AMAZED to hear such great news. They knew that the ‘Town of David’ meant Bethlehem. So they rushed off to see the baby for themselves.”

Host gets the shepherds to slow-motion-run over to Mary, Joseph, and the baby (on the other side of the stage or room). The SGL sheep needs to stay put.
LIGHTS: Up
(Still reading) “They found a tiny infant, wrapped tightly and lying on a bundle of hay in the feeding trough. The baby’s mother, Mary, smiled up at them. The angel was right. The Savior—the rescuer—had been born!”

the shepherds share the news
HOST: (To Storyteller; looking up like he thinks the scene has ended) “Ahhhh … I love this story! Mary and Joseph … baby Jesus … the shepherds gathering around the manger. (Referencing the actors) And these guys are doing such an awesome job!”

STORYTELLER: (To Host, while glancing at his binder) “They are … but the scene isn’t over.”

HOST: “It isn’t? Are you sure? How embarrassing—I thought I knew the script. The shepherds got the good news from the angel and then they visited Jesus in the manger, right?”

STORYTELLER: (To Host) “Yeah, but think about it. We’re here today, in the year 2012, talking about what happened that night. Do you think we’d know about it if the shepherds hadn’t …”

Storyteller pauses to get the kids to fill in the blank. He hands the megaphone to one of the shepherds and whispers the line.

SHEPHERD: “… TOLD someone?”

HOST: “Yeah … I mean, I guess you’re right. They didn’t have Facebook or Twitter or even email, did they?”

STORYTELLER: “Or electricity. But they HAD to share the news about Jesus. After all, it was GREAT news!”

HOST: “Good point.”
STORYTELLER: (Reads from binder.) “After the shepherds had seen Jesus, they told EVERYONE.”

HOST: (To shepherds) “All right, shepherds. You heard the man. They told EVERYONE! Let me hear you shout it. Je-sus is born! Je-sus is born! Je-sus is born!” (Coaches volunteers to shout toward the audience and pump their fists; then guides audience in cheering along with them.)
(To audience) “You guys, that is GREAT news! God hasn’t forgotten about you. He sent the Rescuer He promised long ago. (To Host) And how did all the people feel about it?”

STORYTELLER: (Reads from binder.) “All who heard it were AMAZED.”

(To audience) “All right, show me AMAZED. Eyes wide! Jaws on the floor! Great job!”

Host nods to the Storyteller to finish up the script. He guides the shepherds back over to the SGL sheep.
STORYTELLER: (Reads from binder.) “And the shepherds returned to their fields and sheep, praising God for the amazing things they had just seen and heard. Like Mary, they would never forget … and they would never stop telling the story.”
Storyteller closes the binder. Host walks over to him, clapping for all the volunteers.

HOST: “Great! And that’s the end of scene three, for real. (To audience) Give it up for [Host’s name] and our actors! You guys can head back to your seats.”

Volunteers go back to their seats. Host and Storyteller stay on stage.
wrapping up THE STORY
HOST: (To Storyteller) “You know, I never really thought of it like this before, but it was SO important for the shepherds to go tell everybody about Jesus. It’s like we were saying about how hundreds of years earlier God had promised all these things about Jesus being born, and now all those promises were coming true!”
STORYTELLER: (To Host) “Exactly! One thing Christmas tells us for SURE is that God keeps His promises. And when Jesus was born, that was God’s very BEST promise coming true. It was the Big Give—God’s compassion in action! It was definitely some good news worth sharing.

CG: Memory Verse Slide
“Check out our memory verse for this month: ‘God loved the world so much that he gave his one and only Son. Anyone who believes in him will not die but will have eternal life.’ (John 3:16, NIrV)
“God saw that we had a problem with sin; all of us do things that are wrong. But God loved us so much that He sent His Son, Jesus, to be our Savior. And later, Jesus would die on the cross to take the punishment for ALL our sins, so that if we believe, we receive eternal life!
“That is the very BEST news ever! And when you really understand it for yourself, it’s enough to make your eyes go wide and your jaw drop to the floor! It’s such good news that the shepherds couldn’t keep it inside. Jesus, our Savior, was born!

“And think about this: the shepherds had probably never gone to school. They didn’t have a lot of money and they didn’t use big, fancy words when they spoke. They probably didn’t even smell very good! But God still used them to tell the amazing news about the birth of Jesus. And the awesome thing is, we can help tell that good news, too!”
HOST: “Yeah, like when you give your soccer coach a Christmas present, you can tell him we give gifts because God first gave us an amazing gift. Or if your neighbor asks if you’re ready for Christmas, you can let her know that you’re not just excited about the presents under your tree, you’re also excited that God gave us a Rescuer.”

STORYTELLER: “Right! And a lot of you probably have some cool Christmas traditions at your house—ways that you tell each other about and celebrate the great news of Jesus, just like the shepherds did. Maybe someone reads the Christmas story from Luke chapter 2 (holds up Bible) right before you open all your presents. Maybe you go see a live nativity scene as a family and then talk about it on the ride home, or maybe you sing some Christmas carols. Those are great ways we can remind each other about what Christmas really means.
[Personalize] Storyteller or Host briefly talks about one of their family traditions that helps their family celebrate Jesus at Christmas.

“Whether it’s Christmas or anytime you learn something new and amazing about Jesus, you can look for opportunities to share that with other people. And think about this: somebody first told you about Jesus, right? I know who told me. And I’m SO glad they did! Sharing the good news of Jesus is a perfect way to [Recycle] treat others the way you want to be treated. When you believe in Jesus as your Savior, that is such GREAT news that you can’t wait to tell others about it too! God has given us the most incredible news the world has ever heard. And we get to share it!
CG: Bottom Line Slide
[Impress] “God gave us great news. Who will you tell? Let’s pray.”

Pray
STORYTELLER: “God, thanks so much for the GREAT news of Christmas—that You sent Jesus to be our Savior! Thanks for loving us so much that You showed us Your amazing compassion and sent Your Son for us. Help us to show compassion to others by sharing the great news about Jesus. Please give us the courage to tell everyone we know about Him, just like the shepherds did. In Jesus’ name we pray, amen.”
Worship Leaders enter as Host and Storyteller exit.
Worship
WORSHIP LEADER: “Psalm 86:12 and 13 says ‘I will praise you, O Lord my God, with all my heart; I will glorify your name forever. For great is your love toward me.’ (NIV) Let’s remember as we sing this Christmas carol that Jesus was born for you and for me because God loved us so much that He sent His Son to us on that silent night.”
SFX: “Silent Night” / track 11 from Jingle Jam
Host enters as Worship Leaders exit.
SFX: Start high-energy music right after worship.
Closer
HOST: “All right, it’s been awesome hanging out with you guys today. Remember that we have our H2GO! project going on this month. It’s a GREAT way to show compassion to people who need our help!
If your church is doing H2GO! or another service/giving project, this is a great time to promote it.
“And now it’s time for you to head to Small Group and talk about all of this some more. But before you go, IT’S THE BIG GIVE!”
Give prizes to the crowd while you dismiss kids to Small Group.
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
